Repetitive Strain Injury

Repetitive Strain Injuries (RSI) are injuries inviolg
damage to muscles, tendons and nerves caused lseve
RSI is a progressive condition that begins withdnp&in
or weariness of the hands, wrists, elbows, arnmmjldbrs,
back or neck.

RSI generally begins in the dominant wrist, handron of
an individual. Symptoms may start after perioditégnse
and prolonged activity.

At onset, this condition may only be noticeableimlyr
working hours. Eventually, these symptoms beconre pe
sistent and very painful. Individuals who have R&-
guently massage the afflicted area and complaghafnic
pain. Many people that suffer from RSI are unablsléep

' at night due to the severe pain it causes.

RSI should be treated as soon as possible to preeen
manent damage to the affected areas. If the condi-
mains untreated, the pain from RSI becomes intolera
and crippling.

Reporting a Repetitive Strain Injury

Repetitive Strain Injuries develop slowly over tinmore
than one day or shift. We call these type of igsran oc-
cupational disease or illness, and we should uSA2
(Notice of Occupational Disease and Claim for Compe
sation) to report this injury.

Along with the CA-2 we should be given the apprafi
CA-35(a - h). These eight checklists will assistiupre-
paring our required statement, along with gettingoen-
plete medical report.

Medical Evidence

Medical evidence plays a crucial role in estabfigtinitial
eligibility for disability benefits (and also playskey role
in assuring the continuation of benefits). A clawil be
denied unless it can be established through redsoedi-
cal evidence, that the disability claimed is radate the
